	Interconnection Request

	A reminder to Proponents:
For Transmission System-connected Projects, BCTC requires that all interconnection requests be submitted to BCTC by no later than the date specified in the RFP Schedule. BCTC has advised that it will not prepare a Feasibility Interconnection Study for a Transmission System-connected Project if the required request is submitted to BCTC after the date specified in the RFP Schedule. If a Proponent does not submit an interconnection request for its Transmission System-connected Project, it will be unable to obtain a corresponding Feasibility Interconnection Study agreement. As set out in section 10 of the RFP, for Transmission System-connected Projects, a signed Feasibility Interconnection Study agreement with BCTC, together with the required study fee deposit, must be filed with BCTC on or before 4:00 p.m. PPT on the date specified in the RFP Schedule.

For Distribution System-connected Projects, Proponents should submit all interconnection requests to BC Hydro by the date specified in the RFP Schedule. BC Hydro may be unable to prepare a Preliminary Interconnection Study for a Distribution System-connected Project, or enter into a corresponding Preliminary Interconnection Study agreement, if the required request is submitted to BC Hydro after the date specified in the RFP Schedule. As set out at section 10 of the RFP, for Distribution System-connected Projects, a signed Preliminary Interconnection Study agreement with BC Hydro, together with the required study fee deposit, must be filed with BC Hydro on or before 4:00 p.m. PPT on the date specified in the RFP Schedule.
